WHEREAS, the term of office of Christen Vick and Robin Walters, members of the Board of Trustees of this School District, will expire on May 10th, 2008, or when their successors are duly elected and qualified; and


WHEREAS, on the 10th day of May, 2008, a Trustee Election will be held in said School District; and
WHEREAS, it is necessary for this Board to pass an order establishing the procedure for filing for and conducting said Trustee Election;


NOW, THERFORE, BE IT ORDERED BY THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE PALMER INDEPENDENT SCHOOL DISTRICT:

1.
That an election be held in said School District on May 10, 2008, for the purpose of electing two (2) members to the Board of Trustees of said School District.

2.
That all requests by candidates to have their names placed upon the ballot for the above mentioned election shall be timely made in accordance with the law and shall be in writing, shall state the position for which such person is filing as a candidate, shall be signed by the candidate and filed with the Secretary of the Board of Trustees, Administration Building, 418 W. Jefferson Street, Palmer, Texas 75152, not earlier than February 9, 2008 (91st day before Election Day) and not later than March 10, 2008 (61st day before Election Day).  The office will be open from 8:00 a.m. through 4:00 p.m.  The School District will be closed March 17, 2008 through March 21, 2008 for Spring Break; however the City of Palmer, 113 West Jefferson Street, Palmer, Texas will be open on those dates from the hours of 8:00 a.m. through 5:00 p.m. for the Write-In Candidate Deadline of March 17, 2008 and the Withdrawal of Candidate Deadline of March 18, 2008.  The ballot position drawing shall be conducted on March 14, 2008 at 8:30 a.m. at the Palmer I.S.D. Administration Building.  
All candidates shall file with said application the loyalty affidavit request Section 141.031(K) of the Election Code.

The Secretary of the Board of Trustees shall post on the bulletin board in the building where the Board of Trustees meets the name of all candidates that have filed their applications in accordance with the terms and provisions of the Order.  

3.
The said election shall be held at the following place and the residents of School District shall vote at the polling place specified therefore.

Election Officers for the Board of Trustee election will be Tim Birdwell, Darrell Lassetter, and Corey Robinson of the Palmer Independent School District Board of Trustees.  Teel Witt shall be the Election Judge for the Board of Trustee election and will appoint election clerks with the approval of the Board Election Officers.


4.
The polls at the above designated polling place shall on Election Day be open from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m.

5. Teresa Reeves is hereby appointed Early Voting Clerk.  The early voting for the above designated election shall be at the Palmer Independent School District Auxiliary Services Building, 315 W. Jefferson Street, Palmer, Texas 75152, and said place of early voting shall remain open for at least eight hours on each day for early voting which is not a Saturday, Sunday or an official state holiday, beginning on Monday, April 28, 2008 (the 12th day before Election Day) and continuing through Tuesday, May 6, 2008 (the 4th day before Election Day).  Said place of voting shall remain open between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. on each day for said early voting, except that on Monday, May 5, 2008, and Tuesday, May 6, 2008, the place of voting shall remain open from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m.  Ballot applications shall be sent to Teresa Reeves – Early Voting Clerk, Palmer I.S.D., P.O. Box 790, Palmer, Texas, 75152.  Persons voting by mail shall send their voted ballots to Teresa Reeves- Early Voting Clerk, Palmer I.S.D., P.O. Box 790, Palmer, Texas 75152.

6.
Mr. Alan R. Oakley is authorized to contract with the City of Palmer, Texas, on behalf of the School District for the purpose of entering into a Joint Election Agreement with the City of Palmer, Texas.

7.
The manner of holding said election shall be governed, as nearly as may be, by the Election Code of this State, and the office of the Ellis County Elections Administrator, together with any necessary outside vendors, shall furnish all necessary ballots and other election supplies requisite of said election.

8.
Immediately after said election has been held, the Election Judge shall deliver the key to the voted ballots in the locked ballot box to the Palmer Police Department at the Fundamental Baptist Church, 207 W. Jefferson, Palmer, Texas 75152.

9.
The early voting ballots shall be counted on the day of the election between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m. by the Election Judge.  The results of such early voting ballots shall not be announced or made public until after 7:00 p.m. on the date of the election when such results shall be announced and made public together with a general result of the elections. 


10.
The Board of Trustees shall canvass the votes of the May 10, 2008 Board of Trustees Election on Wednesday, May 14, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. at the Palmer Independent School District Auxiliary Services Building.
11.
The Board of Trustees shall give notice of said election, and this combined Election Order and Notice shall serve as notice for said election.  The Secretary of the Board of Trustees is hereby authorized and instructed to post or cause to be posted said Election Order and Notice in three public places where notices are customarily posted in this School District, and on the bulletin board used for posting notices of meetings of the Board of Trustees. Said posting shall be made at least 19 days (Monday, April 21, 2008) before the date of said election.  

The Secretary shall also cause a copy of this combined Election Order and Notice to be published one time in a newspaper of general circulation in the County where the School District is located.  Said publication shall be not more than 30 days (Thursday, April 10, 2008), nor less than 10 days (Wednesday, April 30, 2008) before the date of said election.


It is further found and determined that in accordance with an order of the Board of Trustees, the Secretary posted written notice of the date, place and subject of this meeting on the bulletin board located in the Auxiliary Services Building in the School District, a place convenient and readily accessible to the general public, and said notice, having been so posted, remained posted for the time required by law to precede the scheduled time of said meeting.  
The above Notice and Order being read, it was moved and seconded that the same does pass. Thereupon, the question being called for, the following members of the Board voted “AYE” Corey Robinson, Robin Walters, Tim Birdwell, Darrell Lassetter, and Christen Vick.  The following members of the Board abstained: None; and the following voted “NO”: None.
